You'll consider and evaluate options for
creating more empowering, personalized and inclusive learning
environments. You'll visit (innovative) schools and educational
services for L2 learning needs that will inspire you, generate
debate and comparative discussion among you and your fellow
students, challenge you to evaluate practices, and offer you

perspectives for progress.
