In this course you explore global philosophies such as Lumbung
and Ubuntu. You develop intercultural and creative skills needed
to make a meaningful difference in your local context. You
collaborate with students from diverse backgrounds, which gives
you a fresh perspectives, expands your worldview and helps you
acquire tools for addressing local and global challenges.

The course includes visits to inspiring community projects in
Nijmegen and Arnhem that focus on social, circular and inclusive
entrepreneurship. These examples provide practical insights into
creating positive change.

Throughout the program, you work on developing a concrete
action plan tailored to your community, aligned with the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). By the end of the course,
you will be equipped to drive initiatives that contribute to people
and planet, fostering a more inclusive and sustainable world.
